ORDINANCE No.  182041
*  Amend an Intergovernmental Agreement with Tri-County Metropolitan Transportation District of Oregon for transit police services  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 52486)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. Portland Police Bureau manages TriMet Transit Police under Agreement No. 52486, (Prime Agreement) between the City and TriMet, executed August 30, 2005 as authorized by Ordinance 179499 passed by Council August 5, 2005 and amended by Ordinance 181567, passed by Council January 30, 2008. 

2. The TriMet Transit Police Division includes sworn law-enforcement personnel from the City of Beaverton, City of Gresham, City of Tigard, City of Milwaukie, Multnomah County and Washington County, provided under related subsidiary agreements.

3. TriMet and the City seek to expand TriMet Transit Police to increase safety and security operations on the TriMet transit system, in particular on the westside MAX line.

4. TriMet and the City wish to establish a Transit Police Division Westside Precinct pilot project with initial staffing of five (5) officers assigned from the cities of Beaverton, Hillsboro and Washington County.

5. The Westside Precinct will be established under the command of Transit Police Division with the purpose of deployment of a focused police presence on the westside transit system.

6. TriMet, through the City, will compensate each participating jurisdiction for the expense of services of the officers assigned to the Transit Police Westside Precinct.

7. Each jurisdiction will pay the salaries, overtime, insurance, retirement, and other benefits of its respective officers and personnel serving in the TriMet Transit Police Division.  Each jurisdiction will invoice the City for the salaries, overtime, insurance, retirement, and other benefits and indirect (overhead) charges incurred to provide the personnel.

8. The City will invoice TriMet for services provided by all jurisdictions.

9. If evaluation of this pilot project determines that it should be continued and funding is available staffing of six (6) to eight (8) officers for the Westside Precinct would be preferred.

10. It is the desire of TriMet and the City that authority to establish or change the number of participating jurisdictions’ officers assigned to the Transit Police Division be delegated to the commander of the Transit Police Division.

11. The initial term of this Agreement was from July 1, 2005 to June 30, 2006.  Thereafter this agreement has been and may continue to be extended by mutual agreement of the parties for a successive one-year term through June 30, 2010, unless terminated sooner under the terms of this Agreement.

NOW, therefore, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor, City Auditor and Transit Police Commander are hereby authorized execute the attached Amendment to Intergovernmental Agreement 52486 between TriMet and the City of Portland, in a form substantially in accordance with the contract attached as Exhibit A.
b. The commander of the Portland Police Transit Division is hereby authorized to establish or change the number of police officers assigned to the TriMet Transit Police via a staffing letter between TriMet, Washington County and the City.

Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in proceeding with this agreement will unnecessarily deprive TriMet and the City of Portland of the mutual benefits of this Amendment to this Agreement; therefore this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
