* Apply for a $267,353 grant from the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs, Bureau of Justice Assistance to assist youth and families in need  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:  

1. The U.S. Department of Justice (USDOJ), Office of Justice Programs (OJP), Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA) Edward Byrne Memorial Competitive Grant Program:  National Initiatives, which provides funding to local communities to improve efforts strategically targeted to address local needs.
2. The City of Portland, Oregon Police Bureau, in partnership with the Police Activities League and the Sunshine Division, wishes to apply for the USDOJ OJP BJA Edward Byrne Memorial Competitive Grant.
3. The Portland Police Bureau will be the lead agency for the grant.  The grant period is November 1, 2008, through October 31, 2009.

4. The USDOJ will reimburse the City of Portland $267,353 for program expenses incurred during the 12-month grant period.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor is hereby authorized to apply for this grant from the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs, Bureau of Justice Assistance in a form substantially in accordance with the application attached as Exhibit A.

Section 2. The Council declares an emergency exists because delay in proceeding with this agreement may result in not receiving funding.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
