ORDINANCE NO. 182054
Repeal ordinances that gave authority to the Portland Water Bureau Chief Engineer to approve, accept, release or dispose of easements and other real property interests. (Ordinance; repeal Ordinance Nos. 172920 and 172921)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Ordinance Nos. 172920 and 172921, passed by the Council on December 9, 1998, gave the Portland Water Bureau’s Chief Engineer sole authority to approve, accept, release or dispose of easements and other real property interests.

2. Additional language is necessary to clarify the role of the Portland Water Bureau Administrator in decisions regarding real property interests.

3. The adoption of City Code Section 21.12.330 Approval and Release of Easements and Real Property, by separate ordinance, gives additional authority to the Chief Engineer to amend easements and gives the Bureau Administrator authority, with the Chief Engineer, to approve, accept and amend contracts and related documents for real property interests, excluding easements.

NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a. City Ordinance Nos. 172920 and 172921 are repealed.
