ORDINANCE No. 182058
*Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with Metro for camp clean-up.  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. Unpermitted campsites on public property pose health, safety and welfare dangers to the public when garbage, waste, illegal structures, refuse and litter accumulate.

2. METRO, a regional government, is willing to organize and supervise campsite clean-ups for the City of Portland under the terms of the agreement attached as Exhibit A.

3. The health, safety and welfare of the citizens of the City would benefit from METRO’s help in cleaning up unpermitted campsites on public property in the City. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Chief of Police and City Auditor are authorized to enter into the Intergovernmental Agreement with METRO, in a form substantially in accordance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A.
Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because of the need for immediate help in cleaning up unpermitted campsites.  Therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
