Apply for $269,422 in funding from the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs, Bureau of Justice Assistance to reduce crime and improve public safety (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:  
1. The Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA) has made funds available to units of local government under the Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program to support a broad range of activities to prevent and control crime based on their own local needs and conditions.  
2. The 2008 JAG application supports the purpose area of law enforcement programs.  The grant will fund law enforcement support personnel and equipment.  The grant period is October 1, 2007, through September 30, 2011.
3. The City of Portland, Multnomah County, and City of Gresham will apply collaboratively for funding, as required by the grant application.  The City of Portland will be the Fiscal Agent for the grant.
4. The grant does not require a match.
