ORDINANCE No. 182060
* Authorize a $50,000 grant to Black Parent Initiative to support its Together We Can program to increase the level of parental engagement in the education primarily of African American Children  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds that:

1.
BPI is Domestic Non-profit Corporation developed to address the significant and longstanding educational and life challenges facing Black students in Portland area school districts. 
2.
While Black families are the focus of BPI’s services, BPI’s doors are open to all ethnicities.
3.
BPI’s goal is to provide parents with tools to help them help their child achieve academic success. BPI will work to train and develop parent leaders. Through BPI’s academy and homework-help program, BPI will work directly with the child to increase the child’s involvement in academics. 
4.
The financial support from the City is directed at increasing the participation of children and families in BPI’s Together We Can program.  
5.
In the course of the FY 2008-09 Budget Process, Portland City Council included a special appropriation to provide support to BPI.  Ordinance No.181984. 
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs: 
a. The Commissioner of Public Utilities is hereby authorized to execute a grant agreement for $50,000 in one-time funds with BPI substantially in conformance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A to the original of this ordinance.
b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the General Fund when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because any delay in providing grant funding to BPI to expeditiously proceed with increasing its service capacities would harm the public interest; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
