ORDINANCE No. 182064
*Authorize Intergovernmental Agreement with the Tri-County Metropolitan Transportation District of Oregon to provide funding for transit improvements along SE Hawthorne Blvd  (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
Hawthorne Boulevard is a multi-modal transportation corridor serving southeast Portland.
2.
The Tri-County Metropolitan Transportation District of Oregon (TriMet) operates bus service along SE Hawthorne Boulevard and the efficient movement of passengers is a priority.
3.
The Portland Office of Transportation (PDOT) has constructed transit, safety, transportation and streetscape improvements along SE Hawthorne Boulevard between SE 20th Avenue and SE 55th Avenue as part of the Hawthorne Boulevard Project, a project in the City’s Capital Improvement Program.
4. Funding is committed to the project through federal transportation funds, City General Transportation Revenues, and Transportation System Development Charges. 

5. TriMet is a partner in project implementation and wishes to provide $57,000 to PDOT for providing and installing transit improvements.

6. Local matching funds are not required to receive the funds from TriMet.

7. Project construction is estimated to cost $3.496 million. 

8. The Bureau’s level of confidence in the cost estimate for this project is Complete, since construction is complete, plant establishment is ongoing and project closeout is partially complete. 
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
That the Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are authorized to execute an Intergovernmental Agreement with the Tri-County Metropolitan Transportation District of Oregon, in substantially the form set forth in Exhibit A attached to this Ordinance.
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because TriMet requests that they be invoiced in July 2008; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
