ORDINANCE NO. 182066
* Authorize nine subrecipient contracts for $2,151,543 for services in support of affordable housing for low-income households and provide for payment  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

SECTION 1.  The Council finds that:

1. The Bureau of Housing and Community Development (BHCD) is committed to increasing affordable housing options for low-income households in the city of Portland.

2. Through various competitive processes, BHCD has identified organizations that provide a broad continuum of assistance and services for low-income homeowners and renters, including emergency home repair, renter relocation services, and housing access and stabilization programs. 

3. The following organizations and contract amounts exceed $100,000 and are further described in Exhibit A:

a. REACH Community Development- $250,721
b. Community Energy Project- $305,241
c. Unlimited Choices, Inc- $323,146
d. Housing Authority of Portland- $196,350
e. Portland Impact- $111,827
f. 211 Info- $173,874
g. Housing Development Center- $133,900
h. Cascade Aids Project- $537,900

i. Central City Concern - $225,000

4. Funding is included in the City’s FY 2008-09 approved budget and will be available in the City’s the BHCD’s FY 2008-09 adopted budget in the amount of $2,151,543 through the General Fund, Housing Investment Fund, One time General Fund, Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), and HOPWA funds from the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) for these services.

NOW THEREFORE, the Council directs that:

a. The Bureau Director or designee and Auditor are authorized to execute agreements with the organizations and for the amounts identified in Section 3, in substantially the form of Exhibit B attached hereto, for the purpose described in Exhibit A totaling an amount not to exceed $2,151,543.

b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the BHCD operating fund budget when demand is presented and approved by the property authority.

SECTION 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in funding would interrupt these organizations’ ability to provide assistance and services to low-income households; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
