ORDINANCE NO. 182068
Authorize a contract for the construction phase of the Interstate Facility Meter Shop Relocation project  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The Water Bureau Meter Shop located at the Interstate Maintenance Facility needs to be upgraded.  The facility was originally built in 1964 and no longer meets State of Oregon certification requirements because of its current volumetric-based system.  Meter Shop operations will be relocated to the site of the empty Fleet Building at the Interstate property and upgraded to provide a more efficient and sustainable meter testing facility.
2. An outside contractor is required to assist with the renovation and conversion of the Fleet Building to allow the relocation. 
3. Funding for this project is available in the FY 2008-09 Budget and project funding will be requested in the FY 2009-10 Budget.
NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a. The Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are authorized to execute on behalf of the City a contract with the lowest responsive bidder for the project described in Section 1, hereof, in accordance with the plans and specification on file with the Purchasing Agent.

b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver checks chargeable to the Water Fund Account 567000, Project 1091, Center Code 18089943, when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities.
