ORDINANCE No. 182079
*Revise to include indemnification to A & K Designs, Inc. for a Pump Station Easement and Deed for Right-of-Way Purposes in connection with the SE 83rd Ave Pump Station Project No. 8376  (Ordinance; amend Ordinance No. 180924)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
Ordinance No. 180924 passed City Council May 2, 2007 authorizing the Bureau of Environmental Services to acquire a certain permanent pump station easement necessary for construction of the SE 83rd Avenue Pump Station (BES Project No. 8376) through the exercise of the City Eminent Domain Authority.
2.
Ordinance No. 181630 passed City Council February 27, 2008 to include two legal descriptions and authorize the City Engineer to accept right-of-way dedication in connection with this project.
3.
A & K Designs, Inc. has agreed to convey the required easements to the City, subject to indemnification from the City.
4.
The Office of the City Attorney has reviewed this matter and recommends that the City approve the easements with the addition of indemnification language.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The easements in substantially the form of the attached Exhibit A (Permanent Pump Station Easement) and Exhibit B (Deed for Right-of-Way Purposes) are hereby approved.
b.
All remaining portions of Ordinance No. 180924 shall remain unchanged and all conditions thereof shall remain in full force and effect.
Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in property acquisition at this location will result in a construction delay of the wastewater pump station and force main, while impacting the overall project completion including the risk of additional construction costs associated with a delay; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
