Ordinance No. 182085
*Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with Metro to enable the City to obtain Light Detection and Ranging data from the Portland Area LiDAR Consortium (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland (City) participates in The Portland Area LiDAR Consortium (Consortium) which enables the joint purchase of light detection and ranging (LiDAR) data and allied products by Consortium members.  The intent of the Consortium is to provide a cost-effective means to acquire these types of products.
2. Metro purchases, on behalf of the Consortium, LiDAR data and allied products in support of many varied planning, transportation, construction, facility management, land management and related programs and projects.  The costs are then prorated among the participating Consortium members.
3. This intergovernmental agreement (IGA) permits Metro to provide these services and invoice the City for its prorated share of the data.
4. The City agrees to pay $90,762.00 for the 2007-2008 LiDAR data.  In addition, each subsequent year of LiDAR data purchased will be based upon a per square mile rate of $428 (for contract work greater than 250 square miles, plus 10% for optional 2-foot contour maps and a 10% Consortium fee).  Annual purchases will be executed in a written amendment, signed by the Directors of the Water Bureau and Technology Services.  
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Purchasing Agent is hereby authorized to enter into this IGA with Metro, in a form substantially in accordance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A.  
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because the City’s Water Bureau has a an immediate need for LiDAR data in order to access the landslide risk of an area adjacent to the Bull Run water supply conduits.  
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
