ORDINANCE No. 182086
* Amend grant agreements with Green G Service Company LLC and Youth Employment Institute to continue graffiti abatement services in FY 2008-09. (Ordinance; amend Contract Nos. 37518 and 37519)

The City of Portland Ordains:

Section 1: The Council Finds: 

1. The City of Portland experiences thousands of incidents of graffiti vandalism to both public and private property annually. These incidents are costly to repair, and costly in damage to the livability of business and residential environments. 

2. Private property owners are legally responsible to remove graffiti vandalism on their property or risk being assessed penalties for failing to remove the graffiti per Portland City Code (PCC) 14B.80.040. This program is an award of funds to correct a problem that is the legal responsibility of private property owners. 
3. A committee, representing City bureaus, social service agencies, and the community reviewed RFP applications and the City entered grant agreements with the Youth Employment Institute and the Green G Service Company LLC, dba Goodbye Graffiti to provide services July 1, 2007 through June 30, 2008.
4. The Youth Employment Institute and Goodbye Graffiti have provided consistent services and have met the requirements of their respective grants. The Office of Neighborhood Involvement wishes to extend the grant agreements so that the services can continue through June 30, 2009.

5. Funding for these services is included in the Office of Neighborhood Involvement’s Fiscal Year 2008-09 budget from the City's General fund.
Now therefore, the Council Directs: 

a. The Director of the Office of Neighborhood Involvement and City Auditor are authorized and directed to enter grant amendments substantially in conformance to the amendments attached as Exhibit A and Exhibit B to continue Graffiti Removal Services in Fiscal Year 2008-09. 
b. The Director of the Office of Neighborhood Involvement is authorized and directed to enter a grant amendment substantially in conformance to the amendment attached as Exhibit A in the amount of $232,178 to the Youth Employment Institute for Graffiti Removal Services.
c. The Director of the Office of Neighborhood Involvement is authorized and directed to enter a grant amendment substantially in conformance to the amendment attached as Exhibit B in the amount of $20,000 to the Green G Service Company for Graffiti Removal Services.

Section 2.  The Council declares an emergency exists because a delay in approving these grants may result in a loss of graffiti removal services, which would result in additional expense to the City; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
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
