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ORDINANCE No. 182089
*Authorize a Memorandum of Agreement with Water Services Association of Australia for $38,000 for the 2008 International Water Association-Water Services Association of Australia Asset Management Process Benchmarking Project No. 8856 and provide for payment. (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. In order for the Portland Bureau of Environmental Services to better protect its $5 billion investment in its aging infrastructure, it seeks to acquire knowledge of asset management principles that are employed by the best in class utilities worldwide.  
2. The Portland Bureau of Environmental Services is interested in connecting with a broad community of     

      water and wastewater professionals around the globe to understand and improve operational and business 
      performance relating to asset management.  

3.  The International Water Association and Water Services Association of Australia (WSAA) has initiated a
     program of industry performance comparison to help water and wastewater utilities understand
     international best practice in the delivery of services to their customers.
4.  It is the Portland Bureau of Environmental Services’ desire to enter into an Agreement with the WSAA in
     support of continuous improvement of operational and business performance relating to asset management.

5.  This project will provide the Portland Bureau of Environmental Services with a better understanding of the
     performance of the utility in comparison to its peers and recommended areas of improvement.   

6.  The Portland Bureau of Environmental Services desires to enter into an agreement in the sum of $38,000. 
     Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2008-09 Budget, Bureau of Environmental 
     Services, Center Code 14552130, Project Number 8856, Account Number 521000.  

NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a. That the Portland Bureau of Environmental Services Director is authorized to execute on behalf of the City a Memorandum of Agreement with Water Services Association of Australia in a form in accordance with the Agreement attached as Exhibit A.

b. The Portland Bureau of Environmental Services Director and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.  

c. The Portland Bureau of Environmental Services Director is authorized to agree to and execute amendments to the Memorandum of Agreement that do not exceed twenty-five percent of the total Agreement amount. 
Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists since a delay in the passage of this ordinance may lead to an unnecessary delay in the project schedule.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effective from and after its passage by the Council.
