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ORDINANCE No. 182090
Authorize a contract with lowest responsible bidder for the Construction of Ash Creek Sewer Trunk - Dickinson Street Collector Bypass Project No. 8446 (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
The Ash Creek trunk sewer located adjacent to Ash Creek in southwest Portland drains 427 acres from within the City service area.  It discharges flow into the Clean Water Services system at the Multnomah and Washington County municipal boundary.

2.
Flow into the existing Ash Creek trunk sewer exceeds the existing system capacity which in the past cause sewage to overflow into Ash Creek.  The City has implemented temporary measures to increase the existing pipe capacity and prevent sewer overflow.
3.
This Project will construct a 2,000 foot, 15-inch parallel sewer in SW Dickinson Street to divert flow away from the existing sewer to mitigate the existing trunk sewer deficiencies and prevent overflow from occurring.

4.
The Bureau of Environmental Services requires the furnishing of materials and labor for this Project.

5.
The established cost is $884,000.00.  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2008-09 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 145-22-110, Project No. 8446, and Account No. 567000.  The Cost Estimate Level of Confidence is Optimal.
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Commissioner of Public Utilities and Auditor are authorized to execute a contract with lowest responsible bidder for the purpose described in Section 1.


b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.
