Authorize a memorandum of agreement with Water Services Association of Australia for $38,000 for the Asset Management Benchmarking project  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The Portland Water Bureau is interested in connecting with a broad community of water professionals around the globe to understand and improve operational and business performance relating to asset management.  

2. The International Water Association and Water Services Association of Australia (WSAA) has initiated a program of industry performance comparison to help water utilities understand international best practice in the delivery of services to their customers.
3. The Bureau wants to enter into an Agreement with the WSAA in the amount of $38,000 in order to gain a better understanding of its performance in comparison to its peers.
NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a. That the Bureau Administrator and Auditor are authorized to execute on behalf of the City an Agreement with Water Services Association of Australia in a form in accordance with the attached Exhibit A.

b. The Administrator and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver checks chargeable to the FY 2008-09 Budget, Center Code 18072158, Project Number 1817, Account 521000.
c. Amendments increasing the total compensation to the Agreement may be agreed to and executed by the Administrator up to twenty-five percent of the total Agreement amount. Any increase exceeding twenty-five percent of the total compensation would need City Council approval.
