Ordinance No.  182093
*Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement for the creation of the Regional Radio System Partnership (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland (City), Washington County Consolidated Communications Agency, Clackamas 800 Radio Group and the Clark Regional Emergency Services Agency each provide radio, voice and data systems and related communication system resources to serve their respective service territories, all of which are located within the Portland urban area. 

2. The Interoperable Communications Strategic Plan for the Portland urban area states that a primary objective of the region is to develop a shared vision of radio communications resources and multi-jurisdictional response, facilitate rapid and efficient voice, data and paging communications, provide immediate and coordinated assistance among agencies for day-to-day and emergency operations, improve the ability of public safety professionals to mitigate emergencies through shared systems and cooperative operations, and identify short and long term leveraging opportunities for cost effective infrastructure investments to meet regional requirements.
3. The City and its regional partner agencies, desire to create a Regional Radio System Partnership (Partnership) as  an intergovernmental entity pursuant to ORS 190.003 through 190.265, to provide governance for the Region’s Replacement Radio System and Upgrade Project which includes implementation of a new 700/800 MHz Digital Radio System with P25 standards to support the highest level of interoperability.
4. The Partnership formation will create regional decision-making and ownership of regional radio system assets to increase overall system redundancy and reliability and substantially reduce regional build-out costs.  The Partnership will further reduce duplicative systems and provide governance over regional components of the replacement radio system prior to its procurement and implementation.  It will also oversee administration, financial management and policy for the implementation and ongoing support of a new replacement radio system.
5. This Partnership may also be expanded to include other surrounding government agencies in the future.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:  
a. It is necessary, pursuant to ORS 190.085, that each of the Parties to the Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) shall enact an Ordinance ratifying the creation of the Partnership . 

b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into an IGA with the Partnership in a form substantially in accordance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A .
Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists because a delay would interrupt the Partnership’s ability to maintain the schedule of replacing the regions radio system; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
