* Authorize a $35,884 agreement with the Fresh Alliance for the Oregon Food Bank for a retail grocery rescue program funded by a pass-through grant from the State of Oregon Department of Environmental Quality (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. The State of Oregon Department of Environmental Quality provides grants to local jurisdictions around the State.  By law, the grants must go to local governments, but local governments may contract with non-profit organizations to implement grant-funded projects.
2. In 2006, the City adopted Resolution 36423, which called on the City to “maximize recovery of all waste with a target of 75% by the year 2015” and “minimize the impact of harmful wastes by targeting toxicity.”

3. With Ordinance 181346, the City applied to the DEQ for a grant on behalf of the Fresh Alliance for the Oregon Food Bank.  
4. With Ordinance 181806, the City accepted a grant from the DEQ on behalf of the Fresh Alliance for the Oregon Food Bank.  
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a. The Director of the Office of Sustainable Development is hereby authorized to enter into a $35,884 agreement with the Fresh Alliance for the Oregon Food Bank.   

Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in receiving funds would delay implementing programs.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
