Rename NE Oregon St at NE 113th Pl to NE Going St to correct an error that occurred with the platting of Stonehaven Meadows Subdivision  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:





Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
It was discovered that one of the new public streets created with platting of the Stonehaven Meadows Subdivision was given a name that is not consistent with Title 17.92.030 B., which states that “All streets shall be designated by one name for the entire length.”  See attached Exhibit A map.
2.
A street, at this location should be named NE GOING STREET, in order to be consistent with the City’s street naming grid.

3.
Streets named with the recording of a subdivision plat must be changed by Ordinance.
4
Portland Police, Portland Fire & Rescue, the Bureau of Emergency Communications and the United States Postal Service are all supportive of this street name change.
5.
There are no street name signs currently at the intersection.  No signs need to be changed.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
NE OREGON STREET at NE 113TH PLACE is renamed as NE GOING STREET.
