ORDINANCE No. 182106


Authorize Intergovernmental Agreement with Portland Community College for advanced cardiac life support training  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Portland Fire & Rescue (PF&R) is required to provide advanced cardiac life support training to its paramedics as part of their ongoing certification requirements for the State of Oregon.

2. Portland Community College (PCC), through its Institute for Health Professionals (IHP), provides advanced cardiac life support (ACLS) training for paramedic emergency response personnel.

3. PCC will provide three one-day classes related to ACLS, for a sum not to exceed $2,850.00, specifically as described in Exhibit A, attached to this document.

4. PF&R has the funds for this training in its FY 08-09 budget.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:
