INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT

This is an agreement authorized under ORS Chapter 190, by and between the City of Portland, Portland, Oregon (”City”), through its Bureau of Portland Fire & Rescue (“PF&R”), and Portland Community College (“College”), a public institution operated by a community college district.

RECITALS:

WHEREAS, ORS Chapter 190 states that intergovernmental cooperation to further economic and efficient provision of services by local government is a matter of statewide concern and which authorizes cooperation between public institutions in the provision of their authorized services.

WHEREAS, ORS 279.015 provides that contracts between public agencies are exempt from public bidding requirements.

WHEREAS, both the City and College find it mutually beneficial for both units of local government to cooperate in The Institute for Health Professionals (IHP) for advanced cardiac life support (ACLS) training for paramedic emergency response personnel; and

WHEREAS, College has the current ability and capacity to provide ACLS training for the paramedic emergency response personnel for the City; and

WHEREAS, the City has the need for this ACLS training and the resources to pay for it.

NOW, THEREFORE, it is agreed as follows:

College Obligations:

Present the Institute for Health Professionals, which is three (3), one-day classes related to ACLS.

A. The classes will be held on September 2, 10, and 18, 2008.

B. Each class will consist of one day of training for a maximum of 24 students.  The maximum over the three days will be 72 students for the training.  

C. The Institute training shall also address topics related to advanced cardiac life support such as but not limited to cardiac resuscitation, 12 lead EKG review, stroke care, and airway management.

D. Pay for the Course Director/Lecturing Instructor.

City Obligations

A. City will provide the facility and the equipment necessary to conduct the class, including, but not limited to cardiac monitors and accessories such as rhythm generators, manikins for CPR, and medical kits, which include medications and IV setups.  

B. The City will provide the training location at the Portland Fire Training Center, 4800 NE 122nd Avenue, Portland, Oregon 97220 two dates and at Portland Fire Station 12, 8645 NE Sandy, Portland, Oregon 97220 one of the dates.

C. City will provide all instructors necessary to teach skill stations and perform evaluations.  City will provide payment for these instructors.

D. City will issue ACLS cards.  Students will have current ACLS certification.

E. Within 30 days of its receipt of an invoice from the College for services rendered, and a determination that compensation is due, the City will pay the College for all services set out above in Section 1. in the amount not to exceed in the aggregate two thousand, eight hundred fifty dollars and no cents ($2,850.00).  This includes monitoring the PF&R ACLS certified instructors.

Effective Date

This Agreement shall become valid and binding upon approval and signature by both parties to the Agreement.

Term of Agreement

This Agreement shall become effective on September 1, 2008 (or on the date at which every party has signed this contract, whichever is later.)  This contract shall expire, unless otherwise terminated or extended, on September 20, 2008.

Responsibility for Employees and Agents

Each party shall be solely responsible for its own activities and the activities of its employees and agents under this Agreement.  

Indemnification

Subject to the limitations and conditions of the Oregon Constitution and the Oregon Tort Claims Act, each party agrees to hold harmless, defend, and indemnify the other party, their officers, agents, and employees, against any claims, demands, actions or suits (including attorney fees and costs), brought against them arising out of or relating to each party’s individual responsibilities under this Agreement.  
Amendment

This agreement may only be amended in a writing signed by both parties.

Entire Agreement

These terms reflect the entire agreement between these two parties.
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
