ORDINANCE NO. 182107
Authorize an agreement with the Water Utility Climate Alliance and the Metropolitan Water District of Southern California to financially collaborate on climate change issues  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The Portland Water Bureau is committed to understanding the challenges imposed on its water system by climate changes and determining actions to adapt and mitigate for these impacts.
2. The Water Utility Climate Alliance (WUCA) is a coalition of public water agencies formed to: 1) improve and expand climate change research so water managers can consider the potential implications climatic changes may have on water resource planning; 2) promote and collaborate to develop adaptation strategies and tools to reduce the impacts of rising temperature and changes in precipitation patterns on infrastructure and water supplies; and 3) identify and reduce greenhouse gas emissions resulting from the operations of WUCA member agencies.
3. That designation Metropolitan Water District of Southern California (Metropolitan) as the financial administrator to collect and manage WUCA Funds is an effective method for funding collaborative work efforts. 
4. The Water Bureau desires to enter into a fiscal agent Agreement with the WUCA and Metropolitan to support its ability to effectively respond to the impacts of climate change.
5. The Water Bureau FY 2008-09 Budget will be adjusted to include $10,000 for a project to identify decision support tools for assessing climate change impacts on water supplies under this fiscal agent Agreement.  Funding for subsequent years will be included in future City budget requests.  This fiscal agent Agreement does not obligate the City to contribute any subsequent funds unless it agrees to and such expenditures are approved by the Council through the City’s budgetary processes.
NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a. That the Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are authorized to execute on behalf of the City a fiscal agent Agreement with the Water Utility Climate Alliance and the Metropolitan Water District of Southern California in a form in accordance with the Agreement attached as Exhibit A. 

b. The Water Bureau is hereby authorized to pay for services under this Agreement up to $10,000 for FY 2008-2009 to be charged to Center Code 18090155 Account 529000, Project No. 1873.

c. Further expenditures under this agreement will be budgeted through City budgetary processes and allocated to Metropolitan under processes determined under the Agreement in Exhibit A.
