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ORDINANCE No. 182120


*Accept a grant from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency in the amount of $180,000 for the Brownfield’s Petroleum Cleanup at Rollin’ Tire site (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland is committed to encouraging the remediation of brownfield sites within the City.  In September 2007, BES submitted a grant application to EPA for petroleum cleanup of the Rollin’ Tire site, located in Lents.  This 7,600 sq. ft. site is currently an open lot surfaced with gravel and has gasoline, diesel, and naphthalene contamination.  Goals and objectives of the project include contamination cleanup and contribution to revitalization of the Lents community with improvement in access to greenspace, opportunities for outdoor recreation, local employment, and connection to existing bike and trail networks.
2. Through its petroleum cleanup program, the EPA is making grant funds available for complete cleanup of remaining contamination and contribution to revitalization of the Lents community.  Grant funds shall be used to conduct cleanup planning, community involvement activities, and site cleanup and restoration.  EPA is offering this grant of $180,000 over a three-year period.
3. A local match of $36,000 is required for this EPA grant.  Funds are available in the Brownfield Investment Fund, FY 2008-09 through FY 2010-011 budgets, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 145-14-130.  

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a. The Mayor is hereby authorized to accept on behalf of the City of Portland, an US Environmental Protection Agency grant in the amount of $180,000.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because to delay accepting these funds would deprive citizens of the benefits these grant funds will provide.  Therefore this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
