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ORDINANCE No. 182121
*Authorize grant agreement with Overlook Neighborhood Association to fund the Willamette Bluff Light Post Project from the West Side Community Benefit Opportunity Program.  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.  The Portland City Council adopted the guidelines for the Community Benefit Opportunity Program on November 1, 1995.  The Bureau of Environmental Services (BES) developed the Community Benefit Opportunity (CBO) Grant Program as part of the Combined Sewer Overflow (CSO) control program.  A community benefit opportunity is defined as representing the potential for added public or private sector investment that would produce a new physical asset, or amenity, for the community as a consequence of the design or construction of a combined sewer overflow capital improvement project.
2. In August 1996, with guidance from the community, BES funded approximately $900,000 worth of CBO projects near the Columbia Slough as part of the consolidation pipe construction.  In September 2001, BES began implementation of another $1 million worth of CBO projects guided by the community, for the West Side CSO Projects.  The West Side CSO Projects included the tunnel, shafts, Southwest Parallel Interceptor, Swan Island Pump Station, Peninsular Force Main, and the Tanner Creek Stream Diversion projects.
3. The Overlook Neighborhood Association is approved to receive not more than $40,000 for the Willamette Bluff Light Post Project.

5.
The established total cost for all payments is not to exceed $40,000.  Funds are available in the West Side CSO Project Community Benefit Opportunity Program, FY 2007-08 through FY 2010-011 budgets, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 145-06-110, and Project Number 8610.  
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services and Auditor are authorized to execute a grant agreement for the purpose described in Section 1 with the entity identified above, in the form of Exhibit A attached herein, in an amount not to exceed $40,000.


b. 
The Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services and Auditor are authorized to execute amendments to this grant agreement to extend the term.
c. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the West Side CSO Project Community Benefit Opportunity Program Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because the grant needs to start as soon as possible to ensure its completion within the grant performance period; therefore this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
