
ORDINANCE No. 182126
*Accept a grant award from the Oregon State Marine Board in the amount of $1,600 to help fund maintenance of the Eastbank Boat Dock. (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The Oregon State Marine Board, through its Maintenance Assistance Program (MAP), has awarded $1,600 to the City of Portland Bureau of Maintenance to help with the cost of maintaining the public Eastbank Transient Boat Dock.

2. The Eastbank Transient Boat Dock was developed, with the assistance of the Oregon State Marine Board (OSMB), as part of the Vera Katz Eastbank Esplanade. 
3. The OSMB has executed an Allocation Certification Agreement for fiscal year 2008 – 2009.  
4. The City should accept this award and prepare the necessary expenditure reports identifying the both the actual MAP and City funds expended to maintain the dock in fiscal year 2008 - 2009.  

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Commissioner-in-Charge and the Auditor are authorized to accept a grant award from the Oregon Board in the amount of $1,600 for maintenance of the Eastbank Boat Dock. 
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because to delay accepting these funds would deprive citizens of the benefits these grant funds will provide; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
