ORDINANCE No. 182131
*Extend Intergovernmental Agreement with Metro to June 30, 2009 for South Waterfront Transportation Management Association Exploratory Study  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 52812)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section.  The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland has entered into an intergovernmental agreement (IGA) with Metro, Contract No. 927634, to study the feasibility of starting a Transportation Management Association in the South Waterfront District.


2. The IGA has expired, however the feasibility study is currently underway and the parties desire to extend the contract to June 30, 2009, allowing more time for completion of the work tasks and deliverables.  


3. The amendment has been reviewed and approved by the City Attorney.


4. The Bureau’s level of confidence in the cost estimates for this project is high.


NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are authorized to amend the IGA with Metro, in a form substantially in accordance with the amendment attached as Exhibit A, and by this reference made a part hereof.


Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because the current contract has expired and the parties wish to continue the work immediately; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
