ORDINANCE No. 182125
*Amend Intergovernmental Agreement and Jurisdictional Transfer Agreement with Oregon Department of Transportation to design and construct the Martin Luther King, Jr. Viaduct Replacement Project (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 52107) 

The City of Portland ordains:


Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
The City Council passed Ordinance No. 177983 on October 22, 2003, authorizing an Intergovernmental Agreement and Jurisdictional Transfer Agreement with the Oregon Department of Transportation to design, construct, and transfer ownership of the Martin Luther King, Jr. (MLK) Viaduct Replacement Project.
2.
The City and the Oregon Department of Transportation entered into such an agreement on November 20, 2003, Contract No. 52107.
3.
This amendment is needed to acknowledge the anticipated transfer of the Grand Avenue viaduct along with storm water facilities to the City to increase the City’s reimbursable expenses for design and construction of storm water facilities, and coordinate the construction of the MLK Viaduct Replacement Project with the City’s East Side Willamette River Combined Sewer Overflow (ESCO) Tunnel Project.
4.
The amendment will increase the City’s reimbursable limit from $357,500 to $604,500.
5.
The amendment supports the City’s continued participation in the MLK Viaduct Replacement Project.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
That the Mayor and Auditor are authorized to enter into an agreement that amends Intergovernmental Agreement, Contract No. 52107, with the Oregon Department of Transportation, in a form substantially in accordance with Exhibit A, entitled “Amendment No. 3 Martin Luther King Blvd/Grand (O’xing UPRR #02115 & #08905) Viaducts, Pacific Highway East, State Highway No. 1E,  City of Portland”.
b.
The Auditor is authorized to return the executed Agreement to the Oregon Department of Transportation, 123 NW Flanders Street, Portland OR 97209, ATTN:  Michelle L. Smith.
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because a delay in executing this agreement could interrupt completion of the Project’s construction and reimbursement of City for related project services; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
