ORDINANCE NO. 182136
*Revise the Sandy River Conduit Relocation project cost to cover fees for design and construction   (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:
Section 1.  The Council finds:   

1. The Portland Water Bureau plans to relocate Conduits 2 and 4 from an existing bridge over the Sandy River near Dodge Park into a tunnel along a similar alignment.  Work includes disposition of the aging steel bridge.  This is called the Sandy River Conduit Relocation project.

2. This project is designed to protect the water supply conduits against potential hazards such as earthquakes, landslides, volcanic debris flows, vandalism, and to minimize impacts to the Sandy River resources.  
3. For the Sandy River Conduit Relocation project, Ordinance No. 180938 authorized an exemption to the competitive bidding process to the Bureau of Purchases pursuant to ORS 279C.335 and City Code Title 5 Section 5.34.810 and 5.34.820.  The estimated project cost noted in this ordinance was $12,500,000.
4. The Portland Water Bureau participated in an alternative procurement process managed by the Bureau of Purchases to select a Design-Build contractor best capable to design and construct the Sandy River Conduit Relocation project.  
5. Three acceptable proposals were received with a price range of 18%.  The Portland Water Bureau conducted a price assessment of the proposal costs and determined that the combination of price and value reflected in the proposals are consistent with the current market conditions and project requirements.  The selected proposal has a cost of approximately $21,000,000.
NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a.  The Sandy River Conduit Relocation project budget is hereby revised to reflect an approximate project cost of $21,000,000.  

b.  Upon Council’s acceptance of the Purchasing Agent’s report for recommending the award   of a contract to the successful Design-Build proposer for the Project, the Commissioner-In-Charge and the Auditor are authorized to execute a contract for Design-Build services.

c.  The Mayor and Auditor hereby are authorized to draw and deliver checks chargeable to the Water Bureau’s adopted Budgets, Project No. 3095; Center Code 18089928; Account No. 567000, when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because a delay in proceeding will expose the City to delay claims as the Contractor has already been selected; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
