ORDINANCE No. 182141
*Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with the Oregon Department of Transportation to administer federal transportation funds for a diesel fuel reduction market outreach center. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. The Sustainable City Principles direct City elected officials and staff to “use resources efficiently and reduce demand for natural resources, like energy. . .” and “act locally to reduce adverse global impacts of . . . ozone depletion and global warming, and support and implement innovative programs that maintain and promote Portland’s leadership as a sustainable city.”
2. The purpose of the project is to staff an outreach center at a truck stop where operators and owners of heavy diesel tractor trailer trucks can have access to diesel fuel saving technologies being promoted by the United States Environmental Protection Agency (US EPA) SmartWay Transport Partnership, an innovative collaboration between US EPA, state and local organizations, and the freight industry to increase energy efficiency while significantly reducing greenhouse gases and air pollution..
3. The project is in the Statewide Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) and Metropolitan Transportation Improvement Program (MTIP) and is eligible for $200,000 in federal transportation funds from the Congestion Mitigation Air Quality (CMAQ) Program.
4. The total estimated cost of the project is $200,000 and the bureau’s level of confidence in the cost estimate is optimal. 
5. The project will be budgeted in FY 08/09 fall budget adjustment and local matching funds are not required. 
6. The Supplemental Project Agreement provides for the project to be performed by the City of Portland under the City of Portland/ODOT Local Agency Certification Program Agreement.  (Contract No. 52582)  
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor is authorized to execute an Intergovernmental Agreement with the Oregon Department of Transportation, in substantially the form set forth in Exhibit A, attached to this Ordinance.
Section 2. 

The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in approval of this agreement will result in delays in the implementation of this program; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
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
