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ORDINANCE No. 182143
Amend contract with Columbia Slough Watershed Council to extend term, expand scope of work and increase compensation for watershed health  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 36796)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The Columbia Slough is the most industrialized watershed in Oregon; it is also home to 158,000 people and hundreds of wildlife species.  The Columbia Slough is home to several fish and wildlife species that are listed as threatened under the Federal Endangered Species Act.  The Columbia Slough, in accordance with the Federal Clean Water Act, has been identified as a water quality limited stream (DEQ 303(d) listing).
2. Improving water quality, physical habitat, and community watershed stewardship for the Columbia Slough are goals set forth in the Portland Watershed Management Plan adopted by Portland’s City Council on March 8, 2006.
3. Environmental education, community stewardship, and stream/wetland restoration are essential to watershed health.  The Columbia Slough Watershed Council (CSWC) is uniquely positioned to provide these services for the Columbia Slough.  CSWC is a non-profit, community based organization with considerable experience, working in the Columbia Slough Watershed.  It is a diverse group of neighbors, property owners, businesses, environmental groups, recreation advocates, and government agencies.  The mission of the CSWC is to foster action to protect, enhance, restore and revitalize the Slough and its watershed.  
4. Because of its standing in the community and the considerable benefits to the City of partnering with CSWC for community education and outreach services, it is in both the community’s and the City’s interest to amend the contract with the CSWC to extend their services for three more years.  

5. The established cost is $115,000 divided amongst three (3) years, through June 30, 2011.  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2008-09, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 145-32-041, Account No. 529000.  Provided that funds are available, BES is authorized to spend up to the amended amount for the fiscal years 2009 – 2010 and 2010 – 2011.
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Commissioner of Public Utilities and Auditor are authorized to execute a contract amendment with Columbia Slough Watershed Council for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of $115,000.


b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.
