ORDINANCE No. 182149



* Authorize Intergovernmental Agreement with Portland Development Commission for management services for Centennial Mills Property. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds: 

1. The Portland Development Commission (PDC), as the duly-designated Urban Renewal agency of the City of Portland, is granted broad powers under ORS 457.170 for the planning and implementation of urban renewal projects.

2. In 2000, PDC acquired the property located at 1362 NW Naito Parkway, in Portland, Oregon, hereinafter called the “Centennial Mills Property” or “Property,” to meet the objectives of the River District Urban Renewal Plan.
3. The Centennial Mills Property requires property management and maintenance services to protect and preserve the Property in anticipation of future redevelopment.

4. The Office of Management and Finance (OMF) Facilities Services provides professional property management, building maintenance and project management services to City-owned and leased buildings.

5. OMF Facilities Services has been providing professional property management and building maintenance services for Centennial Mills Property pursuant to an interagency agreement dated November 11, 2002 between PDC and OMF Facilities Services, formerly the Bureau of General Services. 
6. The estimated cost to provide property management and maintenance services for Centennial Mills is $60,000 per year.  Any costs incurred by the City are covered by the Facilities Services Fund (704) and reimbursed by PDC, which pays the City $60,000 per year.  

7. It is beneficial to both parties if PDC enters into an agreement with OMF Facilities Services to continue to provide professional property management, building operations and maintenance, fiscal management services, project management services, and site access management for the Centennial Mills Property.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Chief Administrative Officer, or his designee, is authorized to execute an Intergovernmental Agreement between the Portland Development Commission and the Office of Management and Finance, substantially the same as attached Exhibit A, to provide professional property management, building operations and maintenance, fiscal management services, project management services, and site access management for the Centennial Mills Property. 
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Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists since failure to execute the lease amendment in a timely manner may result in loss of suitable management services currently available and consequent hardship on the Portland Development Commission; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
