Ordinance No. 182151
*Authorize a price agreement with the lowest responsible bidder to provide Mobile Data Computer replacement laptops for the Portland Police Bureau (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The Portland Police Bureau (Police) has over 325 patrol cars on the City streets and has determined that all of the aging, in-car mobile data computers (MDC) need to be replaced.
2. There is an immediate need to purchase the MDCs so as to change out the computers in a timely manner.

3. The City evaluated a number of laptop computers and determined that Panasonic CF-19 Tablet ToughBooks would be the standard product for the City patrol cars.  The City wishes to enter into a price agreement for Panasonic CF-19 Tablet ToughBooks laptops on behalf the Bureau of Technology Services (BTS) for use by Police, as well as other City bureaus.
4. The estimated cost of this price agreement will be approximately $900,000 and funding for this portion of the project will be from the MDC Replacement Fund in the FY08/09 budget.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Purchasing Agent is hereby authorized to execute a price agreement with the lowest responsible bidder for the project described in Section 1 hereof.

Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists to prevent a delay in acquiring the necessary laptop computers and the delivery of essential City services; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
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
