ORDINANCE No. 182152
* Authorize grant agreements for the Vision into Action 2008 Community Action Grants Program. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The Council on September 17, 2007 resolved through acceptance of Resolution No. 36537 that the community action grant funding program recommended within the visionPDX reports be approved, the funds of which are to be administered by the Office of Neighborhood Involvement and overseen by the Bureau of Planning. 

2. The City of Portland funded a round of community action grants to promote community organizations and local agencies ability to partner with the City to take action on the vision. 
3. The Council on January 16, 2008 resolved through acceptance of Resolution No. 36570 to create the Vision into Action (VIA) Coalition. The City charged the VIA Coalition with oversight of the vision implementation and supervision of the community grants program.

4. The VIA Coalition solicited proposals through a competitive grant allocation process. The grants program was advertised on the visionPDX website and through email distribution lists. Program staff organized 2 pre-submittal grant workshops to provide an opportunity for interested parties to learn about the grants program and the submittal requirements.

5. The City received 55 proposals that were evaluated by the VIA Community Action Grant evaluation committee based on their ability to: actively advance the community vision articulated in Portland 2030: a vision for the future; use innovative approaches to realize our shared vision for the future; tap into existing community support; impact as many people as possible given the scope of the project; and be short-term in duration and long-term in effect. 
6. The grant selection committee selected 12 proposals, identifying projects in each of the “Five Elements” identified through the visionPDX process: Built Portland, Economic Portland, Environmental Portland, Learning Portland, and Social Portland. The list of grantees and allocated funding are attached as Exhibit A. 

7. The VIA Coalition, Bureau of Planning and Office of Neighborhood Involvement have evaluated the proposals and grant paperwork and determined that the grantees are qualified to provide the services requested under the grant agreements. The City has developed grant agreements attached as Exhibits B through M that specify the scope of each project to be conducted by the grantee(s) and the schedule of funds disbursement.
8. A total of $115,000 in General Fund dollars is allocated in the Office of Neighborhood Involvement FY2008-09 budget for this program. As authorized in the budget, the Office of Neighborhood Involvement will retain $12,500 of these funds for administration of the VIA grants.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Director of the Office of Neighborhood Involvement is authorized and directed to enter into grant agreements substantially in conformance to the agreements attached as Exhibit B through Exhibit M. 

b. The Office of Neighborhood Involvement is authorized to issue the Vision into Action 2008 Community Action grants to the organizations and for the amounts listed in Exhibit A, for a combined total amount of $102,500. 
c. Amendments to the grant agreement may be agreed to and executed by the Grant Manager or his/her designee provided those amendments do not increase the fiscal risk to the City.

Section 2.  The Council declares an emergency exists because a delay in approving this grant may result in a delay in timely award of the Vision into Action community grants and a delay in project activities; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
