* Apply for a $35,000 Oregon Department of Transportation Multi-Agency Traffic Team enforcement grant for officer overtime  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:  
1. The Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) Transportation Safety Division has made an award available to the Portland Police Bureau Traffic Division for multi-unit traffic enforcement at select City locations.
2. The City of Portland, Oregon Police Bureau wishes to apply for ODOT funding for Multi-Agency Traffic Team (MATT) enforcement.
3. ODOT will reimburse the City of Portland a maximum of $35,000 for expenses incurred for officer overtime associated with the MATT program.  The grant program is from May 1, through September 30, 2008. 
4. This grant requires a 25% cash match ($11,667), which will be funded with existing Police Bureau FY0809 General Fund appropriation within the Traffic Division.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor is hereby authorized to apply for this grant from the Oregon Department of Transportation, Transportation Safety Division in a form substantially in accordance with the application attached as Exhibit A.

Section 2. The Council declares an emergency exists because delay in proceeding with this agreement may result in not receiving funding.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
