ORDINANCE No. 182156


 * Accept a Grant from East Multnomah Soil and Water Conservation District in the amount of $15,000 for The Rocky Butte Invasive Species Control Project (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
Invasive plant species control and watershed management is a key concern for the Portland Region in general and the Bureau of environmental Services in particular.
2.
The Rocky Butte Natural Area comprises approximately 124 acres of degraded upland forest.  Five landowners—ODOT, Oregon State Parks, The Grotto, City Bible Church, and Portland Parks—are developing a partnership and invasive vegetation plan to be implemented by City of Portland Environmental Services.  Environmental Services conducted a vegetation study revealing that most of the site is “severely degraded” by invasive plants.  English ivy, evergreen clematis, and Himalayan blackberry have largely displaced native understory plant species and regenerative seedlings and now threaten large trees.  
3.
The East Multnomah Soil and Water Conservation District is making $15,000 in grant funds available for the Rocky Butte Invasive Species Control Project.


4.
The established cost is $15,000 in match funds.  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2008-09 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code [145-32-130], Project Number [8744].  These funds were approved through the Watershed Investment Fund.
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Bureau of Environmental Services Director and Auditor are authorized to execute a grant agreement with East Multnomah Soil and Water Conservation Service for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of $15,000.

Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because accepting grant funds is time sensitive.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
