ORDINANCE No. 182158
*Authorize purchase of liner material for Inversion Built Liner System from LMK Enterprises for sewer pipe repairs  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:


Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. In an effort to perform sewer pipe repairs in a timely and cost effective manner, the Office of Transportation, Bureau of Maintenance has been using a cured-in-place system as patented by LMK Industries.   
2. Over the past twelve years the City has made a significant investment in materials, training and equipment in order to utilize the process and decrease the cost for sewer pipe repairs.  

3. There is an immediate need to purchase the products and materials from the manufacturer, LMK Industries in order to continue to make the necessary repairs.
4. The City wishes to enter into a price agreement for T-Liner System products and materials on behalf the Office of Transportation, Bureau of Maintenance.  

5. The estimated cost of this price agreement will be approximately $3,000,000 ($1,000,000 per year for the three years of the price agreement) and funding for these materials will be from the operating budgets of the Maintenance Bureau.

6.
The Bureau’s level of confidence in the cost estimates for this project is high, as the system is a patented system and materials that work with the system have a firm quote from the supplier.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Purchasing Agent is hereby authorized to execute a price agreement with the contractor for the project described in Section 1 hereof.

b.
The Mayor and the Auditor hereby are authorized to draw and deliver warrants payable to the contractor.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists to prevent a delay in acquiring the necessary products and materials and the delivery of essential City services; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
