The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:  
1.
The U.S. Department of Justice awarded the Multnomah County District Attorney’s Office (MCDA) Project Safe Neighborhoods grants to fund Anti-Gang Initiative (AGI) projects in the Metropolitan area.
2.
The City of Portland Police Bureau accepted, as a sub-grantee, $40,288 in PSN Anti- 

Gang Initiative (AGI) funding from the MCDA to support allowable program expenses.  

3.
The Portland Police Bureau has granted the $40,288 grant funding to Northeast Coalition of Neighborhoods, Inc. in order that they may provide youth gang outreach to at-risk youth in the community through the establishment of support groups at Portland Public School District high schools and middle schools.

The dates of the grant agreement are July 1, 2007, through June 30, 2008.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

The Mayor, City Auditor and Chief of Police are hereby authorized to execute the attached Amendment to Grant Agreement #38021 in a form substantially in accordance with Amendment No. 1 attached as Exhibit A.

Section 2.  The Council declares an emergency exists because delay in proceeding with this amendment may delay in the receipt of funding.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
