ORDINANCE No.   SUBSTITUTE 182184
*    Authorize a sole source contract with Trauma Intervention Program of Portland/Vancouver, Inc., for crisis intervention training and services.  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Providing immediate on-scene crisis services to emotionally traumatized citizens is very sensitive work and requires the use of an organization with the highest quality standards and proven track record.  Trauma Intervention Programs, Inc. (TIP) is the nationally recognized leader in providing volunteer emergency support services.  
2. TIP provides crisis intervention services 24 hours a day, seven days a week, 365 days a year.
3. The City, through Portland Fire & Rescue (PF&R) has contracted with TIP since 1992.  
4. The Bureau of Human Resources requires the use of TIP in its Traumatic Event Management Guidelines.

5. Because of the BHR Traumatic Event Management Guidelines, all City bureaus have access to TIP services.
6. Because of the extensive use of TIP services, PF&R would like to enter into this agreement for a period of five years.

7. There are sufficient funds in the PF&R budgets for these services.
8. TIP is the nationally recognized expert in this field, and therefore PF&R wishes to establish a sole source contract with TIP, substantially in accordance with Exhibit A, attached hereto.
9. This is a sole source contract that is being acquired as an exception to the policies and procedures identified in PCC 5.68 and the PTE Manual.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. That the Commissioner of Public Works and the Auditor are authorized to execute a contract for professional services to be provided by Trauma Intervention Programs, Inc., for continued training and support of citizen involvement in crisis intervention, substantially in accordance with Exhibit A, attached to this ordinance and incorporated herein.
b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver checks payable to Trauma Intervention Programs, Inc. chargeable to PF&R budget when demand is presented and approved by proper authority.
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because it is important that this service be provided for disaster victims without interruption; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
