Update waste prevention and recycling requirements for businesses and establish permit requirements for waste hauling companies  (Ordinance; replace Code Chapter 17.102)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. Chapter 17.102 is the means by which the City complies with the statutory directives that encourage waste prevention and recycling.  Portland carries out these efforts through residential franchising, issuing permits to commercial waste hauling companies, and requiring all businesses to recycle.

2. In June, 2006 the Council adopted Resolution No. 36423 establishing goals for the solid waste and recycling system. The Council also directed the Office of Sustainable Development to prepare and submit to Council a plan to reach these goals that addresses strategies for the residential and commercial sectors as well as City government operations.
3. On August 8, 2007, City Council passed Resolution No. 36525 which called for the adoption of the residential and city operations portions of the Portland Recycles! Plan. On April 30, 2008, City Council passed Resolution No. 36601 to adopt the commercial portion of the Plan. Both resolutions directed the Office of Sustainable Development to prepare and submit to Council amendments to the Portland City Code to implement the Plan.
4. The Code amendments in this Ordinance include a) updating the waste prevention and recycling requirements for businesses and construction sites, b) establishing new permit requirements for waste hauling companies, c) establishing clean fleet requirements for waste hauling companies including requirements for fuel use, emission control retrofits and truck replacement, d) establishing authority for the City to inspect businesses for compliance with new recycling requirements and obtain inspection warrants if necessary, and e) establishing authority to assess penalties for violations of any requirements of the Chapter. 
5. The amendments to Chapter 17.102 will also serve several additional objectives including removing outdated or unnecessary provisions, reorganizing the code so related sections are grouped together and generally improving the sequence, logic and readability of the Chapter.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
Title 17 of the City Code, Solid Waste & Recycling Collection, is hereby amended by substituting the Chapter contained in Exhibit A for existing Chapter 17.102.
