ORDINANCE No. 182191
Authorize a Support Agreement and accept a donation of $120,000 from the Portland Parks Foundation for the development and construction of a Rainwater Pavilion at Tanner Springs Park  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Portland Parks and Recreation (PP&R) is in the process of re-designing the Waterfront Park project.  Construction of the pavilion is scheduled to begin in September, 2008, and the pavilion is expected to be completed in February, 2009.
2. The Portland Parks Foundation has assisted the Clark Family in a campaign to raise $120,000 in funds for the purpose of constructing a Rainwater Pavilion structure in Tanner Springs Park, to honor the memory of long-time City of Portland planner Graham Clark.   
3. The Foundation wishes to transfer, and Parks wishes to accept, these funds, less administrative overhead, to be used for the construction of a Rainwater Pavilion structure in Tanner Springs Park.

3. The City will receive a gift of $120,000 to be applied to the costs of the Rainwater Pavilion project.  The gift will be paid as a one time lump sum prior to the award of the construction contract.
4. Portland Parks Foundation and Portland Parks and Recreation are negotiating the terms of the donation as set forth in the attached draft Tanner Springs Rainwater Pavilion Support Agreement.

5. The Portland Bureau of Planning has committed $5,000 to the project, Portland Parks and Recreation has committed an additional $25,000 to the project, and Portland Development Commission has committed $30,000 to the project. 
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Director of Parks is authorized to execute the Tanner Springs Rainwater Pavilion Support Agreement, in a form substantially similar to the form of agreement attached to this Ordinance, and to accept, on behalf of the City of Portland, the donation of $120,000, in accordance with that Agreement.
