ORDINANCE No. 182193
* Authorize the Director of the Office of Neighborhood Involvement to approve grant agreements for the Office of Youth Violence Prevention 2008/09 Small Grant Program to serve at-risk youth  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1: The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland recognizes the need to address youth violence problems in a way that respects all members of the community, empowers the community to solve problems with assistance from the police if needed and uses comprehensive solutions developed by stakeholders to address the root causes of these issues.
2. The Council on December 6, 2007 resolved through acceptance of Resolution No. 36460 that the grant funding program recommended within the Mayor’s Office of Youth Violence Prevention Implementation Plan report, the funds of which are to be administered by the Office of Neighborhood Involvement and overseen by the Office of Youth Violence Prevention, be approved.
3. Through Resolution No. 36460 the Office of Youth Violence Prevention regarding violence related to youth within the Portland neighborhoods was immediately appointed by the Mayor to provide grant funding to private non-profit youth and family community-based service providers whose outreach programs to youth have been reduced or cut, leaving a gap in the continuum of service. 
4. Through Resolution No. 36460 programs funded will include those with a proven history of providing successful services in gang outreach, intervention, mentorship, tutoring, and family support, with the guidance of advisory groups comprised of businesses, neighborhoods, Portland Police, other public and private non-profit public service agencies.
5. The City of Portland, through the Office of the Mayor, Youth Violence Prevention Program created the Small Grant Program to solicit proposals through a competitive grant allocation process. 
6. The Small Grant Program has $375,000 within the City’s General Fund to allocate to qualifying tax exempt not-for-profit organizations entities interested in providing services to at risk youth and or their families.  $15,000 of the program fund is to be set aside as administration cost to be paid to the Office of Neighborhood Involvement, with the balance of $360,000 to serve as grant funding dollars available to private non-profit organizations.    
7. The 2008 / 2009 Small Grant Program request for proposal (RFP) was advertised through press release, made available on City of Portland Mayor’s Office website. Grants offered through the RPF are to supply intervention, outreach, prevention, counseling and educational services to at-risk youth to the age of 25 and/or their family members.
8. The Office of Youth Violence Prevention offered 4 pre-submittal workshops to assist interested parties to learn more about the grants program. 56 people representing 49 organizations attended the workshops.
9. The Mayor’s Office of Youth Violence Prevention, through guidance offered by the Bureau of Purchases in 2007 for the previous grant fund application and award process, created a process to review and rank the grant proposals. The process was modeled after the City of Portland, Scoring Solicitation Responses Evaluators Guide, published by the Office of Management and Finance published in January of 2007.  
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10. The Office of Youth Violence Prevention received 27 grant applications to provide intervention outreach services by July 25, 2008, the deadline for submission.  
11. The lists of grantees, allocated funding, and program descriptions are attached as Exhibit A (1, 2). 2 evaluation committees were created, the first created a short list of the 7 highest scoring grant applications from all received.  The second evaluation committee, independent of the first, was applied an interview of each of the 7 organizations. The Solicitation Evaluation Form, used by the reviewers for scoring each grant application is attached as Exhibit B.  Final scoring was based upon the evaluation interview solely as specified within the City of Portland, Scoring Solicitation Responses Evaluators Guide. The reviewer scoring for each grant application is attached as Exhibit C (first committee) and Exhibit D (interview committee).   
12. Each grantee and the City of Portland, through the Office of Neighborhood Involvement, will sign a grant agreement that specifies the scope of the project to be conducted by the grantee and the schedule of funds disbursement. A sample grant agreement is attached as Exhibit D. 
Now therefore the Council directs:

a. That the City shall award grants to the grantees shown on Exhibit A (1) in the amounts indicated.

b. The term of the grants shall not exceed time limits set by agreement, nor shall their scope be enlarged, except as may be recommended by and approved via paragraph d below.  

c. The Director of the Office of Neighborhood Involvement, is authorized to sign the grant agreements in substantially similar form to that shown on attached Exhibit D. 

d. The Office of Youth Violence Prevention Policy Manager, in conjunction with the Director of the Office of Neighborhood Involvement, is authorized to execute amendments to the grant agreements.

Section 2:  The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in granting authority to the ONI Director as described in this Ordinance would delay the timely award of Office of Youth Violence Prevention Small Grant proceeds and interrupt these organizations’ ability to provide assistance and services; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
