ORDINANCE No.  182194
*  Authorize a grant agreement of $50,000 to the Police Activities League of Greater Portland to provide a summer instructional program for youth to address the problem of youth gang involvement and violence  (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The Police Activities League of Greater Portland (PAL) is a nonprofit Public Benefit Corporation which builds partnerships between youth, police and the community through recreational, athletic and educational programs designed to encourage and develop good citizenship, improve the quality of life in the Portland Metropolitan area, and to create solutions to the growing problem of gang involvement, and violence among youth.  

2. The National Youth Sports Program (NYSP) is an instructional program for boys and girls from low-income households which uses sports instruction and competition as a vehicle to enhance self-esteem, to promote respect for oneself and also reinforce the importance of education to one’s future, and to promote active, healthy lifestyles.
3. Greater Portland PAL has run NYSP in partnership with Portland State University, and the Oregon Department of Education – Nutrition Department since 1993.  

4. The NYSP program lost federal funding in 2005.  Carry-over funds in addition to several local grants allowed PAL to operate some NYSP programs in 2006 and 2007.  In 2006, one-time funds from the Portland Police Bureau’s one-time COPS appropriation helped support NYSP in addition to several local grants and federal funds.
5. The City and the community will benefit from the grant of $50,000 in one-time funding to PAL to conduct the 2008 NYSP for approximately 250 youth from low-income households.

6. An existing, one-time special appropriation has been designated for the purpose of funding PAL to the NYSP program that the Mayor’s Office of Violence Prevention.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into an agreement to grant $50,000 to the Police Activities League of Greater Portland substantially in accordance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A.

Section 2.  The Council declares an emergency exists because a delay in providing the grant funds to the Police Activities League of Greater Portland will impede its ability to conduct the 2008 NYSP session and deliver its benefits to the community.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
