ORDINANCE NO. 182198
*Authorize grant agreements with two private firms related to the Ecological Business Small Capital Awards Program  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains: 

Section 1. The Council finds: 

1. Stormwater runoff from impervious surfaces is a primary driver for degradation of watershed health throughout the City.  Watershed health is negatively impacted by the flow rate, flow volume, and pollution load associated with post development stormwater runoff.  Improvement of Water Quality is the second priority objective of the Framework for Watershed Health and the Watershed Management Plan March 8, 2006 by Council Ordinance #36384, 

2.  The City’s Municipal Stormwater National Pollutant Discharge System (NPDES) Permit # 101314 mandates the City implement measures to control pollutants in stormwater runoff to the maximum extent practicable, including controls on commercial operations, 
3. The City has endeavored to reduce pollutants generated at commercial sites through a regional, multi-agency cooperative education and technical assistance group called the Portland Area Pollution Prevention Outreach (P2O) Team.  

4. The P2O Team has developed a recognition program called the EcoLogical Business Program for the landscape and automotive service sectors.  The EcoLogical Business Program recognizes landscape and automotive service professionals who exceed regulatory standards and take additional steps toward sustainability,

5. The P2O Team applied for and received a Source Reduction and Assistance Grant from the Environmental Protection Agency in August of 2006.  The City of Portland Accepted the grant on behalf of the P2O Team on January 3, 2007 through Council Ordinance #180708, 

6. The primary task of the Source Reduction grant was to offer pass through grants to individual landscape and automotive service firms to help incent and support them into certification under the EcoLogical Business Program.  The City ran announcements targeted at the Landscape and Automotive business sectors in February of 2008.  Only two firms, an automotive shop (Bradshaw Automotive $330) and a landscape firm (Pacific Landscape $3,500), applied for and were awarded funding 


7.The established cost is $3,830 to be entirely funded by the EPA Source Reduction Grant.  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2008-09 Budget, BES, Center Code 145-32-043, Project # 8374, Account No. 529000.
NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs: 

a. The Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services and Auditor are authorized to execute grant agreements for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of $3,830.


b. The Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services and Auditor are authorized to execute time extensions and deliverable due dates specified in these grant agreements.


c. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay would forfeit the EPA grant funding that closes October 1, 2008, used to fund the pass through grants identified above; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
