ORDINANCE NO. 182199
*Authorize the Portland Water Bureau to acquire fee ownership of a property needed to expand the Portland Emergency Coordination Center  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1.
The Department of Homeland Security Top Officials (TOPOFF) exercise conducted in October 2007 demonstrated that the current Portland Emergency Coordination Center (ECC) located at the Bureau of Emergency Communication’s (BOEC) 9-1-1 Call Center facility does not meet the City’s needs to effectively manage a major disaster.
2.
To meet the City’s current and future needs in the event of a major disaster, it is desirable to expand the existing BOEC campus to accommodate an adequate, functional, multi-use emergency management facility.  This facility requires enough space to accommodate BOEC, Portland Office of Emergency Management (POEM), Portland Water Bureau (PWB) and Bureau of Maintenance (BOM) emergency operation centers and Multnomah County Emergency Management Division.
3.
Expansion of the existing Emergency Coordination Center (ECC) requires acquisition of certain private property interests to meet minimum space requirements. Negotiations for the acquisition of “A parcel of land lying in Lots 12 and 13, Block 3, LILY TRACT, Multnomah County, Oregon and being that property described in that Quitclaim Deed to the State of Oregon, by and through its Department of Transportation, recorded June 20, 2000 as Document No. 2000-085019 of Multnomah County Records” (‘Subject Property’) have resulted in an agreement for the purchase of said lot for consideration.  
NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a. The Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are authorized to execute on behalf of the City a Bid Form and Interim Sales Agreement (Exhibit A) and purchase the Subject Property and execute on all documents necessary to accept title to the property described herein, as an asset of the Water Fund, as part of completing the purchase approved by this Ordinance.  

b. The Mayor and Auditor are authorized to draw and deliver a payment in the amount of $180,000 for the purchase of the described property herein.  This payment shall be charged to the FY 2008-09 Budget, Account 561000, Project 1229, Center Code 18089914, when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities.
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because it is necessary to acquire possession of this property as soon as possible to honor the negotiated agreement with the property owner; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
