ORDINANCE No. 182205
Authorize a contract with Herrera Environmental Consultants, Inc. in the amount of $133,942 to provide comprehensive design services and permitting support for Phase II of the Tryon confluence stream enhancement project (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:
1.   On March 8, 2006, the Council adopted the 2005 Portland Watershed Management Plan, which identifies strategies and actions to improve watershed health. The Watershed Plan includes an aquatic and terrestrial enhancement strategy to protect and restore natural stream functions, including restoring channel and floodplain function and stability.
2.   In 2007, the Council approved an IGA with Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) for Phase I of the Tryon confluence stream enhancement project. The project removed a fish passage barrier. ODOT constructed the project in Summer 2008, and maintains all project elements within ODOT right-of-way.
3.   The Bureau of Environmental Services (BES) has established a contract with Herrera Environmental Consultants, Inc. in the amount of $133,942 to provide design services and permitting support for Phase II of the Tryon confluence stream enhancement project. Phase II will enhance approximately 900 feet of Tryon Creek, beginning at its confluence with the Willamette River. The project will include laying back the banks to improve floodplain connectivity, the placement of large wood and boulders to improve spawning and rearing for Endangered Species Act-listed salmonids, and removing invasive plants from approximately 3.5 acres and revegetating with native species.

4.
The established cost is $133,942.  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2008-09 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 145-22-110, Project Number 8958, Account No.521000
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Commissioner of Public Utilities and Auditor are authorized to execute a contract with Herrera Environmental Consultants, Inc. for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of $133,942.

b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

c.
The Portland Bureau of Environmental Services Director is authorized to agree to and execute amendments to the Contract that do not exceed twenty-five percent of the total Agreement amount.
