
Amendment No. 1 to IGA No. 52732
INTERGOVERNMENTAL FUNDING AGREEMENT

FOR PARKING PAY STATIONS

The Tri-County Metropolitan Transportation District of Oregon (“TriMet”), a mass transit district organized under the laws of the State of Oregon, and the City of Portland, Oregon, acting by and through its elected officials (City), entered into an Agreement on October 18, 2006, authorized by Portland City Council by Ordinance No. 180519.  Said Agreement covers the funding for and management of parking pay stations at the Gateway and Sunset Park and Ride parking lots.
It has now been determined by TriMet and City that the Agreement referenced above, although remaining in full force and effect, shall be amended.

AGREEMENT, Number 1, c., which reads:  

c.
The City shall provide on going administrative and program management services to support back office operations, credit card transactions and reporting.  Such reporting shall be produced monthly and shared with TriMet.  The City shall also contract will a local service provider for wireless communication services.  For these services, City will charge TriMet a fixed fee of $1.39 per credit card transaction and a monthly fee of $108.  These service fees will be subject to renegotiation after June 30, 2008, and every year thereafter.

Shall be deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

AGREEMENT, Number 1, c.:  

c.
The City shall provide ongoing administrative and program management services to support back office operations, bankcard transactions, wireless communications and monthly reporting.  For these services, City will charge TriMet a monthly service fee.  For the year FY08-09, that rate is $210 per pay station.  In future years, the City will analyze its cost of service annually and notify TriMet of the expected new rate 90 days' prior to taking effect on July 1 of each year.  TriMet has the option of renewing or canceling the service by that date. 
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
