ORDINANCE No. 182209
Authorize Intergovernmental Agreement with Oregon Department of Transportation to provide funding for the design and construction of the East Burnside and Couch Couplet Project and allow the project to be constructed by the City under the City of Portland/ODOT Certification agreement  (Ordinance) 
The City of Portland ordains:





1. The Burnside Transportation and Urban Design Plan was adopted by City Council in December 2002. The Plan includes couplet improvements for East Burnside and Couch Streets from E 14th Avenue to E 3rd Avenue.

2. The Burnside/Couch Transportation and Urban Design Plan Technical Refinements document was completed in June 2005. The technical refinements document further develops the couplet design and prepares the project to begin preliminary engineering.

3. City Council passed Resolution #36388 on March 8, 2006, directing the Portland Office of Transportation to begin engineering.

4. Completion of the East Burnside/Couch Couplet is important to the economic development goals of the Central Eastside and to the Burnside Bridgehead development, a Portland Development Commission project.
5. The project currently has $5.2 million of High Priority Program funds federal funds which will be allocated over a five-year period and are subject to annual limitation. The project has $3.0 million of Surface Transportation Program (STP) federal funds which will be allocated for construction of street improvements. 

6. Federal funds, along with the local match, are enough to fully fund the engineering and construction of the first phase of improvements.

The Supplemental Agreement provides for the project to be constructed by the City of Portland under the City of Portland/ODOT Certification agreement (Contract No. 52582). 
8.
The Bureau’s level of confidence in the cost estimates for this project is moderate.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Commissioner-in-Charge and the Auditor are hereby authorized to execute this intergovernmental agreement with the Oregon Department of Transportation, similar in form to the agreement attached to the original of this ordinance, by reference made a part hereof.
