ORDINANCE NO.

*Authorize a sole source contract between the Neighborhood Parks Council and Portland Parks & Recreation for the development and implementation of ParkScan  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. ParkScan is an on-line maintenance reporting and feedback system originally developed to address park maintenance issues in San Francisco. The Neighborhood Parks Council (NPC), a San Francisco-based non-profit, developed the ParkScan program in partnership with their city’s park department. 
2. As the originators of the ParkScan system, and the developers of a ParkScan system for the City of San Francisco, the NPC has the necessary expertise to develop and implement a ParkScan system in Portland.  

3. Acceptance of a $135,011 grant from the Alfred P. Sloan Foundation to implement ParkScan in Portland was authorized by Council in Ordinance 182069 on July 23, 2008. Conditions of the grant stipulate that Portland Parks & Recreation (PP&R) will contract with the NPC to implement ParkScan in Portland.  
4. PP&R and NPC now desire to enter into a sole source contract in exception to the policies and procedures identified in PCC 5.68 and the PTE Services Manual.
5. Portland Parks & Recreation will contribute a $5,000 financial match, as well as PP&R staff time and resources, toward development costs. PP&R will also fund three years of ongoing site operation and maintenance, at a cost not to exceed $25,000 per year. 
6. ParkScan would provide an array of benefits both to the City and the community including: 
a.
empowering and encouraging civic responsibility among previously uninvolved citizens; 

b.
centralizing service requests into a database, which will improve our ability to track, report, and identify maintenance trends, provide data for maintenance planning and budgeting, and increase efficiency; 

c.
improving customer service and satisfaction; 

d.
benefiting from park users’ observations to more effectively direct resources to higher priority problems;
e.
improving transparency and accountability; and

f.
strengthening trust between the community and the City.

NOW THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a. The Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into a sole source contract with the NPC for the design, implementation and maintenance of ParkScan Portland. Such contract shall be in a form substantially in accordance with the contract attached as Exhibit A, as approved as to form by the City Attorney.

b. The Mayor and City Auditor are hereby authorized to provide payment chargeable to the applicable budgets when demand is presented and approved by the appropriate authorities.

Section 2. The Council declares an emergency exists because delay in implementation of the action will impede work on ParkScan system development, and may cause breach of the overall project deadline as established by conditions of the grant award; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
