Ordinance No. 182216
Authorize a competitive Request for Proposal for the Portland Police Data System Records Management System Replacement Project (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The Portland Police Data System (PPDS) is a law enforcement records management system (RMS) shared by 18 agencies across four (4) Oregon counties.  In total, the PPDS has approximately 4000 users in those 18 agencies and 50+ local, state and federal inquiry agencies in Oregon and southwest Washington.  
2. The current PPDS system uses obsolete technology, has difficulty supporting new criminal justice standards in data sharing and key support personnel are approaching retirement.

3. It is clearly paramount among law enforcement agencies in both Oregon and southwest Washington that a regional law enforcement RMS is crucial to public safety in the region.
4. The City, the Portland Police Bureau (PPB) and its regional stakeholder partner agencies (Stakeholders) envision a comprehensive regional law enforcement RMS that will serve the collective needs of both large and small agencies including both Police and Sheriff departments, employs automated Electronic Field Reporting (EFR) and a software system that is able to exchange data easily with other disparate information systems through easy-to-use interfaces and industry standardized tools.  In addition the Stakeholders envision a reporting process that would allow data to be entered into the RMS through an EFR application via a paperless workflow.  
5. The City, the PPB and the Stakeholders wish to replace the current system with the latest commercial-off-the-shelf (COTS) software solution for a large multi-state, multi-agency law enforcement automated RMS, desktop EFR system and all necessary interfaces.
6. This is a multi-year project ending in fiscal year 10-11.  The project is estimated to cost $6.5 million and will be paid with funds from the Public Safety System Revitalization Program (PSSRP) budget.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:  
a. The Purchasing Agent is authorized to facilitate the use of the competitive Request for Proposal process to select the top ranked firm to replace the PPDS RMS/EFR software systems.
b. Upon the Council’s acceptance of the Purchasing Agent’s report, recommending the top ranked firm, the Purchasing Agent is authorized to negotiate and execute a contract, provided the contract has been approved as to form by the City Attorney’s office.
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
