ORDINANCE No. 182217
Amend Building Regulations of the City Code to establish the Alternative Technology Advisory Committee (Ordinance; add Code Section 24.10.087)

The City of Portland Ordains:

Section 1.  The Council Finds:

1.
Increasingly, developers are proposing to use innovative new building products or construction practices that promote a project’s sustainable attributes, or that comply with green building certification programs, such as the LEED rating system.

2.
The Bureau of Development Services encourages the use of new, sustainable technologies if they promote positive impacts to the earth’s natural systems.

3.
In 2006, the Development Review Advisory Committee (DRAC) convened a subcommittee to look at ways the City could accelerate sustainable development on a city-wide scale.  The subcommittee prepared a report titled “Expanding Sustainable Development Practices in Portland, Oregon” which was adopted by DRAC in December of 2007.  One of the recommendations of the DRAC report was to create a committee to review alternative technology.

4.
The Bureau of Development Services will establish an Alternative Technology Advisory Committee (ATAC) to provide expert advice on the viability of new sustainable technologies.  

5.
The ATAC will be comprised of persons whom are experts in sustainable technologies and building practices, and emerging construction techniques.  

6.
The ATAC will assist the Bureau of Development Services in evaluating sustainable technologies by reviewing available test data, case studies, or any other relevant information submitted by an applicant.  Based on the submitted information, the ATAC will make a recommendation to the Bureau of Development Services.

7.
The ATAC will serve the Bureau of Development Services on an advisory basis only.  The Bureau of Development Services is not bound by the decisions of the ATAC.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
Portland City Code 24.10.087 is added as follows:

24.10.087 Alternative Technology Advisory Committee

A.
Purpose.  It shall be the duty of the Alternative Technology Advisory Committee to advise the Bureau of Development Services on new or innovative sustainable building technologies and products.  

B.
Membership.  The Alternative Technology Advisory Committee shall consist of a minimum of three members.  The committee members will be appointed by the Director of the Bureau of Development Services.  The committee shall consist of design professionals, construction contractors, and persons associated with a university with an engineering school.  In addition, two designees from the Bureau of Development Services familiar with building code review shall be ex-officio members of the committee.

C.
Appointment and Terms.  

1.
Appointment to the Alternative Technology Advisory Committee shall be for a three-year term.  Committee members may be appointed to no more than two consecutive, complete terms.  If a position is vacated during a term, it shall be filled for the unexpired term.  

2.
Any member of the committee may be removed from the committee by the Director of the Bureau of Development Services for any reason deemed appropriate by the Director. 

3.
The committee shall elect a chairperson, adopt rules of procedure, and set the time and place for regular meetings.  Written minutes of all meetings shall be kept.

D.
Compensation.  Alternative Technology Advisory Committee members shall serve without compensation. 

E.
Other.  The Alternative Technology Advisory Committee serves only in an advisory capacity to the City.  Subsequent action taken by the City as a result of the committee’s advice shall be the sole responsibility of the City.
