ORDINANCE No.  182219
*  Authorize a grant agreement for $50,000 to the Oregon Partnership to provide a neighborhood level implementation program for the Citywide Drug Strategy to address the problem of substance abuse  (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The Oregon Partnership is a nonprofit which builds partnerships between educators, law enforcement, treatment providers, prevention advocates and the community through partnership and coordination programs designed to encourage and develop community partnerships, improve the quality of life in the Portland Metropolitan area, and to create solutions to the growing problem of substance abuse.  

2. The Citywide Drug Strategy was developed for Portland by the Oregon Partnership to implement on a neighborhood level and continues to provide coordination on issues related to substance abuse.
3. Oregon Partnership has operated in partnership with the City of Portland since 1993.  

4. The Oregon Partnership produces the Portland Profile yearly, containing current statistics on substance abuse and measuring progress and results of effective intervention, prevention and treatment strategies.
5. The City and the community will benefit from the grant of $50,000 in one-time funding to the Oregon Partnership for implementation of the Portland Citywide Drug Strategy in at least one of its neighborhoods.
6. An existing, one-time appropriation has been designated for the purpose of funding Oregon Partnership in the Mayor’s Office budget for Fiscal Year 2008-2009.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into an agreement to grant $50,000 to the Oregon Partnership substantially in accordance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A.

Section 2.  The Council declares an emergency exists because a delay in providing the grant funds to the Oregon Partnership will impede its ability to deliver its benefits to the community.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
